Optional Medical Cancellation Waiver:  You may 
purchase an optional medical cancellation waiver for 
$6.00. 100% refund of Registration Fee if you cancel 
because of a medical conditions with a doctor’s let-
ter. The cost of the waiver is not refunded. No re-
funds will be issued after January 5, 2009 without the 
paid medical cancellation waiver and a doctor’s let-
ter.
